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FOREWORD

Statistical Yearbook of Ukraine for 2008 presents a wide range of statistics on social and economic
situation in Ukraine in 2008 compared with 1990, 1995 and 2000-2007. Statistics have been compiled by
type of economic and industrial (construction) activity, products type, organizational and legal form, region.
The publication covers the following sections: prices and tariffs, Unified State Register of Enterprises and
Organizations of Ukraine (Business register), material and energy resources industry, agriculture, hunting,
forestry, fishing, fishery, investment and construction activity, transport and communications, foreign
economic activity, wholesale and retail trade, restaurant business, services, science, innovations and
informatics, population, employment, income and expenditure of the population, housing conditions of the
population, education, health care and social aid, culture, leisure, sport and tourism, criminal justice, natural
resources and environment protection. Basic indicators of internationally recognized system of national
accounts — gross domestic product and gross regional product are included for information of researchers and
experts. Information about government finances, monetary system and financial activity of enterprises and
organizations is shown separately. Indicators for activity of small enterprises are also published. Statistics on
social and economic situation in the CIS countries and international comparisons by selected country are
shown in a separate section. Some indicators are presented in retrospect. Most sections have methodological
explanations.

Macroeconomic figures and indicators of some industries are preliminary and will be revised in the
forthcoming editions. Some indicators have been revised as compared to those previously published.

Political system

On 28 June 1996 the Constitution was adopted, according to which Ukraine is a republic. The country
includes the Autonomous Republic of Crimea, 24 administrative regions (oblasts) and cities of Kyiv and
Sevastopol. These cities have special status, which is stipulated by Ukraine’s legislation.

The head of the state is the President who represents the state. The President is elected by the citizens
of Ukraine through equal vote and direct countrywide elections for the period of 5 years and not more than
two consecutive terms.

The integral legislative authority is the Parliament — the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine.

The top executive authority is the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine.

Sovereignty and the integral source of authority in the state belong to the people of Ukraine.

The main public holiday is the Independence Day celebrated on 24 August.

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2. NATIONAL ACCOUNTS

The System of National Accounts
(SNA) is an aggregate of indicators providing
coherent and consecutive descriptions of
fundamental economic processes and events:
production, income, consumption, capital
formation and finance.

The State  Statistics = Committee
compiles the national accounts in line with the
SNA standard adopted by international
organizations in 1993.

According to the international SNA
standard the institutional units are grouped into
five sectors:

non-financial corporations refer to the
institutional units involved in marketable
production of marketable goods and services for
sale at prices covering the production costs and
providing a surplus;

financial corporations are the institutional
units specializing in financial intermediation
(banks, insurance companies, etc.);

general government sector incorporates
the central and local governments, non-profit
public sector entities and the State earmarked
funds;

household sector that unites the natural
persons both as consumers and in some cases
as businessmen;

non-profit institutions sector serving
households (NPISH) refer to the institutional
units set up by selected groups of households
to satisfy their political, religious and
professional interests, and also to render social
and cultural services (social and cultural sub
sectors of non-financial corporations).

The SNA reflects the economy
development at various stages of the
reproduction process, shows the movements of
goods and services, and also production and
use of gross domestic product (gross value
added).

The production stage is characterised
by output, intermediate consumption, gross
domestic product (gross value added).

Output is the value of goods and
services resulting from the production activity
of resident units over the reference period.

Intermediate consumption contains
the expenditure for goods and services used by
the institutional units for the production needs.

Gross value added (GVA) is compiled
as the difference between output and
intermediate consumption. It includes the
primary income generated by producers and
distributed among them.

The national accounts use two data
levels and two estimation methods. For the
economy as a whole, the results are measured
by the output of goods and services and gross
domestic product at market prices, while for
the sectors and types of economic activities by
output at basic prices and gross value added.

Gross domestic product (GDP) at the
production stage is defined as the difference
between output at market prices and
intermediate consumption valued at prices of
consumers or as the total of gross values added
by type of economic activity and taxes on
products less subsidies on products. Since
2001, the estimates of the GVA are compiled
by type of economic activity.

Taxes on products include taxes
whose value directly depends on the amounts
and values of goods and services produced,
sold or imported by a productive unit.

Subsidies on products are
reimbursement from the State budget to the
enterprises in the procedure of the state
regulation of prices for agricultural and other
production to cover the current losses of
enterprises, improvements of their financial
situations by renewal of working capital or
compensation for selected expenditure.

Income generation at the level of the
GDP is characterised by the following indicators:
labour remuneration of employees, taxes and
subsidies on production and imports (at the
level of the gross value added by other taxes
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and subsidies associated with the production)
and the gross (net) profit.

The labour  remuneration  of
employees includes wages and salaries, actual
and conventional contributions to the social
security done by employers and estimated on
the basis of the accrued sums. Wages and
salaries are remuneration in cash or in kind
which should be paid off by the resident
employer to an employee for the work he has
done over the reference period, regardless of
whether this employee is resident or not.

Taxes on production and imports
include taxes on products and other taxes
connected with the production, while the
subsidies on production and imports include
the subsidies on products and other subsidies
connected with the production.

Other taxes connected with the
production include enterprises’ payments to
the state and local budgets, state earmarked
funds in connection with the uses of resources
and getting permits for the concrete types of
activity.

Other subsidies connected with the
production belong to those that are provided
to carry out a certain economic and social
policies regarding the uses of resources.

Gross (net) operating surplus is an
indicator that characterizes the excess of
income over expenditure that enterprises have
as a result of the production. For the sector of
households, this as a mixed income. The net
operating surplus is defined by excluding
consumption of fixed capital from the gross
operating surplus.

At the stage of use, the GDP is
estimated as a sum of final consumption of
goods and services, gross capital formation,
exports/imports balance of goods and services.

The final consumption of goods and
services is consisting of expenditure of
households for their own final consumption,
expenses of the state establishments to meet
individual and collective needs of the society.
It is also includes expenditure for individual
final consumption of non-profit organizations
that service households.

Gross capital formation is estimated
as the sum of the gross fixed capital formation,
changes in inventories and the purchase less
disposal of valuables.

The exports/imports balance of goods
and services is defined as a difference
between exports and imports of goods and
services.

Input-output table at consumers'
prices is compiled according to the SNA. It
gives a comprehensive picture of the processes
characterizing reproduction and relationships
between the types of the economic activity.
Input-output table uses the indicators identical
with the system of national accounts and
methodology for their estimation. The table
shows the production ties of the types of
economic activities, the value structure of the
gross domestic product and its use for the final
consumption and the gross capital formation.

The flows and amounts of structured
changes in the economy of Ukraine's regions
are characterized by the Gross regional
product (GRP) that is generalized indicator of
the economic and social development of the
region. The definition of the indicators is based
on the production method. The region's GRP is
comprising of the sum of the gross values
added in all types of economic activity,
adjusted to the value of indirectly measured
services of the financial intermediation and the
taxes less subsidies on products.

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3. FINANCE AND CREDIT

The section reveals Ukraine’s budget
execution, banking statistics, basic financial
indicators for economic  activities  of
enterprises and organizations.

Budget is a plan, which shows how
financial resources are formed and used to
support the functions carried out by the
authorities of Ukraine, of the Autonomous
Republic of Crimea and local governments
during the budget period.

Budget system embraces the state
budget of Ukraine and local budgets.

Local self-governance budgets refer to
the budgets of villages, settlements, towns and
their associations. Local budgets refer to
budgets of the Autonomous Republic of
Crimea, oblasts, rayons, city districts and local
self-governance budgets.

Consolidated budget of Ukraine is a
set of indicators of budgets that are used for
analysis and forecasting of economic and
social development of the country. The
consolidated budget includes indicators of the
state budget of Ukraine, consolidated budget
of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea and
consolidated budgets of oblasts and cities of
Kyiv and Sevastopol.

Consolidated budget of the
Autonomous Republic of Crimea includes
indicators of the budget of the Autonomous
Republic of Crimea, consolidated budgets of
its rayons and budgets of the cities/towns
subordinate to the republican government.

Consolidated budget of an oblast
includes indicators of the budget of the oblast,
consolidated budgets of its rayons and budgets
of cities/towns subordinate to the oblast
authorities.

Budget revenues refer to all tax, non-
tax and other irrevocable receipts, collection of
which is stipulated by the legislation of
Ukraine (including transfers, gifts and grants).

Budget expenditures refer to all
allocations for implementation of programs
and actions approved by the appropriate
budget except the funds allocated for
repayment of debt principal and refund of the
excess payments to the budget.

Budget deficit is the excess of budget
expenditures over its revenues.

Budget surplus is the excess of budget
revenues over expenditures.

Balance is a report about the financial
situation of an enterprise which shows its

assets liabilities and own capital as of
particular date.
Financial outcome from usual

activity before taxation is a algebraic sum of
profits (losses) that an enterprise received from
operating activity, financial and other income
(profits), financial and other expenditure
(losses).

Usual activity means any main activity
of an enterprise as well as transactions that
support it or result from it.

Profitability of operating activity is a
ratio of financial outcome stemming from
operating activity to expenditure on operating
activity.

Financial outcome from operating
activity is a algebraic sum of gross profit
(loss), other operating income, administrative
expenditure, expenditure on sales and other
operating expenditures.

Operating activity is the main activity of
an enterprise as well as other types of activities
which are neither investment nor financial.

Accounts receivable is a debt to an
enterprise: to be paid by clients, customers,
and other debtors (including the one that could
be encashed by promissory note) for the
products, goods, operations or services
provided to them; taxes, dues and other
payments to be paid to the budget by financial
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and tax authorities; outstanding debt in the
amounts of dividend charged, interests,
royalties, etc. that are to be received; debt of
connected parties and resulting from internal
settlements; other current accounts receivable.
Indicators for accounts receivable if debt
reserve is created are given in balance in net
liquidation value.

Accounts payable is a debt of an
enterprise to the natural and legal persons: for
tangible values, operations performed and
services provided (including those to be met
by a promissory note); prepayments obtained
from other persons for the expected supply of
products, and operations (services) to be
performed; all types of payments to be
collected for the budget including taxes from
employees of enterprise; from off-budget
payments; also arrears of wages to be paid off
by the enterprise including deposited wages;
enterprise's debt to those who set it up
connected with profit (dividend, etc.)
distribution and formation of statutory capital;
debt to connected parties and resulting from
internal settlements; and other debts stemming
from current liabilities.

Money supply is the total value of
purchase and payment instruments serving
economic turnover and owned by individuals,
enterprises or the state.

Monetary aggregate is a measure of
money supply and composition.

Money circulation is the perpetual flow
of money in the process of labour remuneration,
commodity sales, payments for services and
other payments.

Credit refers to a financial or
commodity loan extended under the conditions
of reimbursement and interest payment.

Bank loans (bank requirements) are
extended by banks and special lending
institutions to operating businesses and other
borrowers in monetary form.

Lending to economy (bank requirements
to credits given to the economy) is provided on
account of own funds of banks or the funds of the
National Bank of Ukraine in the national or
foreign currency and can be short-term (one year
and under) and long-term (above one year).

Interest rate is a charge for borrowing
expressed as a percentage of the total sum
loaned. Interest rate is calculated as a
proportion of an annual yield on the principal
debt to the total amount loaned.

Deposit is a sum of money left with a
bank for safe keeping under defined conditions
or for conversion into less liquid tender to gain
profit or a guarantee.

Exchange rate is the price of a
country’s monetary unit expressed in monetary
units of other country.

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4. PRICES AND TARIFFS

Consumer price index (inflation
index) is an indicator of changes in time of
prices and tariffs for comodities and services
being purchased by the population for
unproductive consumption. The estimation of
the CPI is done on the basic of the data about
the changes of prices obtained through the
monthly registration of the prices and tariffs at
the consumer market, and data about the
structure of the consumer money expenses of
the total population, received according to the
data from the sample survey of the households
living conditions.

Industrial producer price index is an
indicator of changes in time of prices within
the area of the industrial production. It is
compiled monthly using the prices for the
manufactured goods for the industrial products
through sample range of the enterprises. The
weighing base is the data regarding the volume
of the sold industrial produce in monetary
terms.

Price index for products sold by
agricultural enterprises is determined by all
the channels of its sales (by processing
enterprises, at the market, to the population on
account of rental payment for the land, and
property shares (allotments) at the commodity
exchanges, and through other channels). The
weighing base is the data about the current
volumes of the produce sold during the
reporting year.

Price index for construction and
assembly operations is characterizing the
movements of the prices in the construction. It
is compiled monthly using the data about the

procurement of the material resources
according to the sample range of construction
and assembly, and repair organizations. The
weighing basis is the data regarding the current
expenditure on the construction-assembly
work.

Price index for fixed capital
investment is estimated as an aggregate using
the indices for prices for construction and
assembly  operations,  machinery  and
equipment, other capital work, and the
expenses that include the parts of this
components in the total amount of investments.

Indices of tariffs for post and
communications services are characterizing
changes in the time of tariffs for post and
communications  services of enterprises,
establishments, and organizations. It is
compiled on the basis of data about the tariffs
for representative services by types of services
which are selected with the account of their
representativness on the market of post and
communications services. The weighing base
is the data on income resulting from the
provision of post and communications
services.

Index of tariffs for merchandise
traffic characterizes the changes in time of
tariffs for merchandise traffic excluding the
structured changesaccording to the various
characteristics: type of freight, transportation
distances, territory, etc. Index of tariffs for
merchandise traffic is estimated each quarter
according to selected types of transportation
(rail, pipeline). The weighing base is the data
on income from haulage, freight transportation.

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5. THE UNIFIED STATE REGISTER OF ENTERPRISES
AND ORGANIZATIONS OF UKRAINE (Business register)

The Unified State Register of Enter-
prises and Organizations of Ukraine (Business
register) is an automated system for collecting,
storing and processing of data on the legal persons
of all organizational and legal forms of business,
separated subdivisions of the legal persons located
in Ukraine as well as separated subdivisions of the
legal persons of Ukraine located outside its scope.

The units of the Business register are
the legal persons and separated subdivisions of
the legal persons of all organizational and legal
forms of business that are located on Ukraine’s
teritorry and are operating in line with its
legislation.

The Business register is the important
component of Ukraine state statistics’
infrastructure. The responsibility for the
creation and maintenance of the Register rests
with the State Statistics Committee of Ukraine
according to Ukraine’s Law On the State
Statistics and the Regulation on the Business
register endorsed by the Ukraine Cabinet of
Ministers” regulation 118 of January 22, 1996
(in line with the wording of the Ukraine Cabinet
of Ministers’ regulation 499 of June 22, 2005).

The Business register is being
maintained for a purpose to do the following:

ensure the unified state recordings and
the units’ identification;

the units’ classification to obtain the
statistical information in formalized way;

conduct the observations over the
structural changes in the economy about the
types of economic activities, the setting up, the
reorganization (the merging, the takeover, the
breakup, the reformation) and the closing
down of the units;

improve the statistical recording of the
units and the establishment of the registers for
respondents of the statistical observations (the
statistical registers);

coordination with information systems
of the other state run public authorities.

The foundation to include/exclude on
the businesses to/from the Business register as
well as the alterations in the Business register
is supply of the information from state
registering clerk to the state statistics office
about the registration stated by Ukraine’s Law
On the State Registration of the Legal persons
and the Natural persons (businessmen). Basing
on the organizational and the methodological
principles behind the maintenance of the
Business register, when including, the units are
being classified according to their location
area, the organizational and the legal forms of
business, types of the economic activities, etc.,
and in line with state classifiers. One of the
main indicators for the stratification of the
statistical information when designing the
complete and sample surveys is the code of the
type of the economic activities that starting
from 2001 is being defined by the
Classification of Types of the Economic
Activities (CTEA). This Classification is based
on the standard international classification for
the types of the activities of the European
Union.

Data given in the section demonstrate
the changes in the quality and the structure of
the Business register units in accordance with
regions, the types of the economic activities,
the organization and the legal forms of
business.

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6. MATERIAL AND ENERGY RESOURCES

The capital assets are one of the
components of the national wealth of the
country. They include land plots, buildings,
premises, and transmitting devices, enginery
and equipment, transport vehicles, tools,
animals, perennial plants, draft and productive
livestock, etc.

The capital assets include capital assets
of the enterprises, organizations, departments,
and also capital assets being owned privately
by the households (residential houses and
amenities).

Since 2007 due to changes in the
accounting of some asset types, the value of
long-term biological assets of livestock
breeding and crop -cultivation related to
agricultural activity was included to the value
of these assets.

Current value of the capital assets
incorporates the indexation adjustments and
revisions.

The capital assets indices are derived
from their values at comparable prices.

The uses of energy materials and
refinery processing products (coal, crude oil,
natural gas, peat for fuel, coal briquettes,
heavy fuel oil, gasoline, etc.) for the
productive, and communal and consumer
needs are identified as the sum of the given
enterprises regarding the expenditures for
these resources for transformation into other
types of fuel and energy; for non-energy
purposes (as raw material, materials), for the
final consumption as well as their expenditure
when distributing, transporting and storing
regardless of the sources of their supplies
(whether they have been bought for one’s own
funds or received as raw materials for the
processing).

Proportion of fuel, heat energy and
electricity inputs includes fuel, heat and electric
power inputs for basic and auxiliary
technological processes of the production, for the
auxiliary needs of the production (the general
production shops’ and plants’ expenditure for
heating, ventilation, light, etc.) and technically
inevitable of energy in loses the transformers,
the heat and electrical networks of the enterprises
related to the production of the given products
(operations). Proportions of the inputs are
calculated as a ratio of actual general use of the
fuels or energy for the production of the given
type of products (operations) to the total amount
of the produced products (or the performed
work). Proportions of the inputs of fuels, heat
energy and electric power is compiled for per
unit of the finished products on the basis of the
data from the enterprises. The important about
the cost per unit for fuels and energy, before
2004 inclusive, is presented in line with
nomenclature according to the National
Classifier of Products (NCP); since 2005, by the
Nomenclature of the Industrial Products (NIO).

The recording of fuels and energy is made
in the physical units of measurement: tones,
thousand cubic meters, density cubic meters,
thousand kilowatt hour, G-calorie. To identify the
general amounts of the used fuels, as well as a
proportion of the selected types of fuels in the
total amount, all types of fuels are recalculated
from the physical into the conventional values
according to the coal equivalent (7000 kcal/kg).

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7. INDUSTRY

Volume indices for industrial outputs
are calculated at comparable prices on the
basis of enterprise data on the value of
products (operations, services) produced. The
index to the previous year is based on monthly
production indices.

For long-term periods volume indices
of industrial production are calculated as chain
indices, i. e. by multiplying each index with
the relevant previous year index for the period
under consideration.

Starting from 2000, statistical data are
compiled according to Classification of Types
of Economic Activities (NACE). Industrial
production data are compiled as a sum of
economic activities classified by NACE as
mining, processing and production and
distribution of electricity, gas and water
(Sections C, D and E). Index of industrial
production is compiled by excluding activities
on distribution of gas-like fuel, heat and water.

Industrial output in volume units is
typically shown as gross output and includes
products produced by an enterprise and reused
as its inputs.

Since 2003, information  about
industrial output is given by Nomenclature of

7.1. Industrial production in the economy

Industrial Products (NIP) developed on the
basis of the State Classifier of Products and
Services (SCPS) which has been harmonized
with Classification of Types of Economic
Activities (NACE), Ukrainian Classification of
Commodities in Foreign Trade, Classification
of Products by Type of Economic Activity of
the European Union (CPA, 2002). Since NIP
sharply differs from Nomenclature used before
its implementation, retrospective data are
given for selected products, where the
indicators’ components match each other or
could be made consistent.

Volume of industrial products
(operations, services) sold is defined by
disbursing price of final products (operations
performed and services rendered) shipped to
an outside customer. The price is used as the
basis for settlements with purchasers
(customers) and excludes indirect taxes (VAT,
excise tax, etc.). The products are considered
sold as soon as documents are prepared
regardless of whether payments for products
have been made. Data on sales by type of
industrial activity are compiled in line with
functional  principle (by homogeneous
products).

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8. AGRICULTURE, HUNTING, FORESTRY. FISHING, FISHERY

This section presents information about
agriculture, hunting, forestry and fishing, fishery.

Agricultural production is the products
of crop and animal production obtained from sown
agricultural crops and the use of agricultural
livestock. It is also defined as volume of changes
of incomplete production in crop output, volume
of the produced perennial plants per year, and
livestock and poultry growth obtained as a result
of its breeding and feeding. Production is
estimated at comparable prices and calculated as
average weighted prices for marketable and non-
marketable part of the agricultural production.
Comparable prices are the 2005 average prices.

Agricultural enterprise is an entity that
has the right of legal person and performs the
economic activity in agriculture for the purpose of
obtaining income (profit). The agricultural
enterprises comprise farms. Tables 8.2, 8.11 and
8.12 give data on the number of operating
enterprises by basic type of activity. In other
tables, agricultural enterprises are enterprises that
are defined as legal persons or their independent
units which are engaged in agricultural production.

Farm is a form of business activity of
citizens set up as a legal person who wish to
production agricultural products, and are
engaged in processing and sale to earn profit
from land plots given to them.

Agricultural  holdings of  the
population are households engaged in
agricultural activity with the purpose of
producing foodstuffs for their own needs and
producing marketable products. This category
of producers includes natural persons
(businessmen) who operate in agriculture.

Agricultural lands are land plots that
are used to obtain agricultural products. It
includes arable land (bare fallow), gardens,
vineyards, hay-mowing, pastures, fallow lands.

Irrigated land area includes areas
equipped with the irrigation facilities (ditches,

pipes, gutters) connected to the irrigation
sources.

Drained land area is the land that has
a draining system to ensure regular water and
air supply in order to make the lands useful for
agriculture.

Output of basic of agricultural crops
reported by agricultural enterprises includes
initial and secondary harvesting as well as
sowings between the rows. As to the private
agriculture, the gross harvest of crops is based
on census data referring to the size of the sown
area cultivated by farm and to the average
yield per 1 ha of the sown area (based on the
sample survey). Gross harvest of grain and
leguminous plants and sunflowers is shown in
weight after processing, sugar beets (for
processing) are shown without land, beet tops
and medley, vegetables with account of
products of the closed soil.

Yield of agricultural crops per 1 ha of
the harvested area is calculated on the basis of
gross harvest obtained from principal and
secondary harvesting and between row sowing
and actual harvested area of a given crop.

Collective horticulture and market
gardening is a form of land use stipulated by
the land legislation. This envisages land plots
to be allocated for the collectives functioning
on cooperative principles for the purpose of
constructing the summer cottages, the
development of horticulture and market
gardening.

Livestock population as of 1 January
is defined on the basis of annual complete
reporting and includes livestock of all age
groups by appropriate type of livestock.

Meat production consists of the
amount of livestock and poultry sold for
slaughtering. It includes meat of all types of
livestock and poultry, raw animal fat and
edible offal. Data refer to both industrial and
inter-farm slaughter of livestock and poultry.
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AGRICULTURE, HUNTING, FORESTRY. FISHING, FISHERY

Milk production is the actual quantity
of milk yield taken from cows, sheep, mares
and goats irrespective of whether it was sold or
consumed either by calves or piglets. Milk
consumed directly by calves is not included in
production.

Wool production includes the actual
quantity of wool shorn from the live sheep and
goat hides regardless of whether it was sold or
consumed within a farm. Wool removed from
hides during processing into leather is
excluded (so-called skin wool). Weight of
wool is given in physical terms (unwashed
wool weight) directly after shaving.

Egg production consists of annual
quantity of eggs from all of poultry. Eggs used
for poultry reproduction (incubation, etc.) are
included.

Average annual milk yield per cow is
based on the number of cows at the beginning
of the year, regardless of whether a cow gave
milk during the reference period. Milk yield
per cow is based on the total number of cows
on the farm, excluding cows kept for fattening,
cows of meat and cows kept for breeding,
provided these cows were not milked.

Products sold are own products sold by
agricultural enterprises (excluding small
enterprises) through all channels: by
reprocessors, on the markets, population as
labour remuneration, plot-holders as the
payments for the land and land shares, etc.

It does not include products for
processing (excluding sugar beets).

Hunting area is the land and water
(forest, fields, meadows, swamps, lakes, etc.)
which are inhabited with animals that could be
used for hunting or game shooting and
catching.

Forest land refers to forested or non-
forested lands which are given and used for
forestry.

The forested lands are forest lands
which are planted with trees.

Volume of products, operations and
services of forestry includes timber products,
auxiliary forestry, operations and services
associated with forestry and calculated at
current wholesale prices.

Logging is a clear-cutting of the ripe
trees on the special parcel of forest in order to
obtain the wood, fell some planting for the
purpose of cultivation and protection of the
forest, procurement of the wood when cleaning
forest from the blocking.

The merchantable wood is the wood
that can be used for the economic purpose.

The game animals are the wild beasts
and birds that could be the object of the
hunting.

The main felling is felling of the ripe
trees to production the timber.

The test felling is a periodical felling
of a part of the planted trees and bushes which
are made since the beginning of the planting
but before the main felling to make the
necessary storage, and improve planting.

Forest reproduction — planting, sowing
and reforestation in the felling area, in the areas
suffered from fires, meadows, vacant grounds
and other areas used to be under forest.

Fish catching and extraction of the
other water living resources of all types;
includes the capture of fish, and extraction of
the spineless, crustacea, and algal in the seas,
oceans, rivers, lakes and other waters whether
the natural or bred artificially.

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9. INVESTMENT AND CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY

The section contains information about
the actual volumes and structures of capital
investment and investment into fixed capital,
and directions for putting them into service,
and sources of financing. It also has data on
commissioning the buildings (including the
residential), engineer installations and
production capacities. The section presents
indicators that characterize the activity of
construction enterprises.

Capital investment is investment into
fixed capital (fixed assets), into other non-
circulation material assets; expenditures
associated with the improvements to an object
that lead to the increase in the potential
economic advantages initially expected first of
all from the employment of the object. It also
has a rise in the sum for the original cost of
fixed assets (capital repair of buildings,
installations, machinery and equipment);
investment into non-circulation, non-material
assets and expenditures for producing the main
herd.

Investment into fixed capital includes
expenditures for capital construction (new
construction, including the expansion of the
operating enterprises, buildings and instal-
lations; their technical re-equipment and
reconstruction; maintenance of production
capacities); expenditures for the purchase of
machinery and equipment without capital
construction.

Investment in fixed capital includes
expenditure for construction and assembly
work of all kinds (including assembly of
equipment); purchase of  machinery,
equipment, production tools, and economic
stock; other capital operations and other
expenditures.

Investment into fixed capital according
to the restoration structure does not include
expenditures for exploitation and deep test
drilling for oil, gas and thermal waters, for
design and survey operations for construction
in the future years, cost of equipment that is

not included in the construction budget (rolling
stock) if this is not stipulated by the
design and budget documentation for technical
re-equipment and reconstruction of an object.

Calculations of per capita investment
into fixed capital are based on average annual
number of resident population.

Data on investment into fixed capital
are presented by type of economic activity they
are focused on.

Data on industry are given according to
the sum of types of economic activity: mining,
manufacturing, production and distribution of
electricity, gas and water; light industry: textile
industry, sewing of clothes, fur and fur articles;
production of leather, leather articles and other
materials; chemical and petrochemical industry:
production of chemicals, production of rubber
and plastic products; engineering: manufacture of
machinery and equipment, manufacture of
electric, electronic and optical equipment,
manufacture of transport vehicles and equipment.

Sums of taxes on value added are
included into the components of capital
investment and investment into fixed capital.

Indicators  for the structure of
investment are based on their components at
current prices for the relevant years.

Construction enterprises are all
enterprises whose principle type of economic
activity is Construction according to the
Classification of Types of Economic Activity,
namely: preparation of construction sites,
construction of buildings and structures,
installation of engineering equipment for
buildings and structures, work on completing
construction, and lease of construction
equipment operators.

Construction contract work includes
value (at current prices, without VAT) of
operations being performed during the new
construction, repair, expansion, reconstruction of
buildings and engineering structures, technical re-
equipment and restoration of enterprises.

Freight shipped is the total quantity of
cargo expressed in tons (gross), placed for
shipment.

Freight transported refers to the total
freight loaded and shipped by selected type of
carrier (trucks, railway coaches, sea and river
vessels and aeroplanes) or pipelines. Freight is
measured in tons (pumping of gas or ammonia
is measured in tons or cubic meters).

Freight turnover is defined as the total
weight of shipped freight equal to the sum of
the products of shipped cargo multiplied by
the distance of shipping every lot. Measured in
ton-kilometers (sea shipment is measured in
ton-miles).

Export freight dispatch refers to the
shipment of freight produced in Ukraine and
relegated abroad.

Arrival of import freight refers to
arrival of freight produced in foreign countries
and addressed to Ukrainian consumers.

Transit freight shipment incorporates
transportation of externally produced goods
through the Ukraine’s territory, excluding their
usage by Ukrainian customers. Transit freight
transportation can also include reloading from
one transport to another, warehousing,
splitting cargo to smaller lots, etc.

Passengers carried is the total number
of passengers admitted for transportation.

Transporting passengers is the total
number of passengers transported by category
of carrier (busses, motor cars, trolley buses,
trams, passenger railway coaches, sea and
river vessels and airplanes).

Passenger traffic is defined as the total
work for passenger transportation which
equals the total number of passengers
(passenger groups) transported multiplied by

the distance transported. Measured in
passenger-kilometer  (passenger-miles  for
water transport).

Intracity transportation refers to
passenger transportation within the boundaries
of an inhabited locality.

Commuter transportation includes
passenger transportation by routes, the length
of which does not exceed 50 km regardless of
administrative division apart from city routes.

Long-distance transportation refers to
passenger transportation by routes, the length
of which exceed 50 km and which are within
boundaries of the Autonomous Republic of
Crimea, region (inter-oblast) or are outside the
Autonomous Republic of Crimea, region
(interregional).

Density of the transportation network
is the length of the transportation network per
unit of Ukraine’s territory.

Intensity of freight and passenger
transport, by type of transportation routes
shows how the road network is used when
transporting freight or passengers. Estimated
by dividing the volume of transport activity by
length of the road network.

Average distance of transportation is
defined by dividing freight turnover (passenger
traffic) by the quantity of shipped freight
(transported passengers).

Products (services) by communication
companies show the volume of services
rendered by communication companies to
households, businesses, organizations,
establishments and other consumers (delivery
of newspapers, magazines, letters, telegrams,
money orders and pensions mailed, long-
distance and international telephone phone
calls made).

Statistics of foreign trade in goods are
compiled on the basis of the information of the
State Customs Service of Ukraine adjusted to
calculate the total amount of electricity, oil and
natural gas, fish caught in international waters,
and goods purchased in foreign ports. The data
on exports in goods are recorded by country of
destination whereas the data on imports by
country of origin. Country of destination
refers to the country identified at the moment
of loading as the final country to which goods
are to be delivered. The country where goods
were produced or processed is considered
country of origin.

The goods are valued in national
currency. Conversions into the US dollars are
made according to the date the customs
declaration was completed and the official
exchange rate of the National Bank of Ukraine
fixed for that particular date. For enterprise
reports, conversions into the US dollars are
made according to the monthly and quarterly
average exchange rates.

Statistics on foreign trade in services are
compiled on the basis of reports of Ukrainian

enterprises and organisations submitted via
state statistical reporting forms.

Services are valued using the contract
currency. Conversions into the US dollars and
national currency are made using the official
average quarterly exchange rate set on the
basis of the NBU daily exchange rates.

Direct investment refers to contributions
made by non-residents into the authorized capital
of a resident enterprise. They imply that non-
residents have the right of ownership for the
purchased property, property complexes or
shares, bonds and other securities that equal to no
less than 10% of the authorized capital value of
the resident enterprise. This is also investment
obtained from concessions and contracts made
about the joint investment activity. The category

of direct investment includes loans and
borrowings received from direct investors.
Direct investment is a long-term

economic relationship that involves a
continuing investor’s interest in having a
significant impact on the management of the
resident enterprise in order to get a profit or
achieve a social effect.

12. WHOLESALE AND RETAIL TRADE, RESTAURANTS

Wholesale turnover is defined as resale
of goods by enterprises without any changes
(except conventional trade-related operations) to
other enterprises and organizations (excluding
individuals) for their consumption, subsequent
resale either within Ukraine, or for exports.
Wholesale turnover figures exclude VAT and
excise. Conventional trade-related operations
comprise weighting, sorting, packing, dividing
into lots, distributing, stacking, mixing, etc.
Goods ready for sale (movables) refer to
finished goods that are sold without processing
or remake.

Retail trade turnover includes retail
trade turnover of enterprises (legal persons)
engaged in retail trade as well as estimated
sales of goods in markets and by individual
entrepreneurs.

12.1. Trade and restaurant turnover

Restaurant turnover includes retail
trade turnover of enterprises (legal persons)
engaged in restaurant business and since 2005,
the estimated sales by individual entrepreneurs.

Retail trade turnover of enterprises
(legal persons) refers to the value of
consumer goods sold via retail trade and
restaurants to the population by all operating
enterprises. It also includes direct retail sales
by industrial, transport and other non-trade
enterprises. In addition, retail turnover
includes retail sales of food products to
departments, organizations and enterprises to
provide meals to the people they serve (at
sanatoria, children’s care institutions,
hospitals, etc.). Monetary values reflect actual
prices; volume indices of trade turnover are
shown at comparable prices.

Small enterprises (in accordance with
Ukraine’s Law for The changes in the Legal
Acts of Ukraine on Business activity issues
from 18.09.2008 Ne523-VI) are business
entities of any organizational and legal form
where the average number of employees
doesn’t exceed 50 persons during the reference
period while the amount of gross income from
the sold products (operations, services) for the
same period doesn’t surpass 70 min. UAH.

Number of the employed workers
includes regular employees, those not on the
permanent staff and unpaid (owners, founders
of an enterprises and members of their
families) employees of an enterprise.

Number of the payroll employees
incorporates regular employees and those not
on the permanent staff (working under
contracts and in more than one job) at an
enterprise.

Volume of the sold products
(operations, services) is based on the price for
selling the finished products (operations, services)
shipped outside an enterprise. The price is
specified in the completed document (including
products (operations, services) under barter
contracts) serving as the basis for settlements to be
made with customers and exclude indirect taxes
(value added tax, excise duty, etc.).

Operational costs for the sold products
(operations, services) are business costs for
manufacturing of the products (operations,
services) sold during a reporting period. This
indicator is grouped by components: material
expenses, value of goods and services purchased
for resale and sold without additional processing,
amortization, labour costs, social security
contributions and other operating costs.

Material costs are identified as materials,
semi-processed and inventory materials, fuel,

energy, construction materials, spare parts,
packaging and packing materials, ancillary and
other materials (office supplies, products for
healthful and dietary meals of employees, etc.)
as well as the value of operations performed
for an enterprise and productive and non-
productive services.

Value of goods and services purchased
for resale and sold without additional
processing is the prime cost of goods (services)
purchased for resale; the cost of the purchased
materials (electricity, gas, oil products, etc.),
products and inventory materials sold without
additional (or without significant) processing by
an enterprise, also the cost of the services
purchased for further resale by other enterprises
(purchase of advertising spaces, real estate
services, tourist vouchers, etc.).

Amortization is the amount of
depreciation of the fixed assets, intangible assets
(including housing) and other non-current tangible
assets accrued and indicated in the accounting.

Labour costs are wages (salaries) by base
wages (salaries) and tariffs, premiums, welfare
payments, bonuses, compensations, vacation pays
and other renumerations for time not worked as
well as other labour costs.

Social security contributions include
payments made according to existing legislation
for pesion fund, social insurance, unemployment
insurance, personal insurance of the employees of
an enterprise, payments for social insurance
against industrial accidents and occupational
illnesses and other social security payments.

Other operational costs refer to operating
activity costs related to the sales of the finished
products (operations, services) and are not
included in the list of the indicators mentioned
above, namely the costs for business trips within
prescribed limits, value of services rendered by
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DEVELOPMENT OF SMALL BUSINESS

other enterprises, payment for value of the
production materials: raw and direct mandatory
payments (excluding those related to the usage of
the natural raw materials as well as value added
tax and income tax), losses resulting from spoilage
of values, sum of pecuniary sanctions (penalties,
fines, etc.), rent payment, etc.

Financial outcome from usual activity
before taxation is a algebraic sum of profits
(losses) that an business banking services, sum of

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15. SCIENCE, INNOVATIONS AND INFORMATICS

This section includes indicators that
characterize scientific and scientific-technical
activity of organizations (enterprises) and
innovation activity of Ukraine industrial
enterprises.

Scientific and scientific-technical
operations are fundamental and applied
research, scientific and technical developments
and scientific and technical services.

Fundamental research is experimental
or theoretical research aimed at obtaining the
new knowledge about natural development of
nature, humans, society, their relationships
without any specific objective connected with
the usage of this knowledge. The results of
their fulfillment are hypotheses, theories,
methods, etc. Fundamental research can end up
with recommendations regarding the conduct
of the applied research to identify possibilities
for making practical use of the obtained
scientific results, scientific publications, etc.

Applied research is original research
that is carried out to obtain the new
knowledge. Applied research is mainly meant
for fulfillment of the specific practical
objective or task. Applied research identifies
possible strands for making use of results of
fundamental research, new methods for
resolving problems that were indicated earlier.

Scientific and technical developments
are systematic operations based on the existing
knowledge obtained as a result of research
and/or practical experiences and aimed at
creating the new materials, products,
processes, devices, services, systems or
methods. The operations could also be focused
on significant improvement of the objects that
already exist.

Scientific and technical services
are defined as activity in the area of scientific
and technical information, licenses,
standardization, metrology and control over the
quality, scientific and technical consultancies
and follow-up activity that assist to implement
research and developments into production,
other types of activities that help obtain,
disseminate and make use of scientific
knowledge.

Financing of the expenditures for
fulfillment of scientific and scientific-technical
operations is the amounts of funds that have
been placed on an account of organization
(enterprise) during the reference period from
all sources (budget, funds from the national
and international customers, own funds, etc.).

Volume of operations is defined as the
amounts of costs of all operations that are
performed by scientific organizations on their
own during the reference year. These are direct
contracts without tax on value added. At the
same time, operations which are financed from
budget, their volume is defined on the basis of
the estimate data, and for the contracted
operations — on the basis of act of transfer and
acceptance. If the operation is not finished, only
that part is taken into account that was performed
during the reference year as an interim stage.

Expenditure for fulfillment of
scientific and scientific-technical operations
are the total amounts of expenditures for
scientific and scientific-technical operations to
be performed by organizations on their own.
Expenditures include expenditures for labour
remuneration, material expenditures and other
current expenditures, capital contributions
(without the depreciation deduction for the
complete renovation of fixed assets).

Staff engaged in fulfilling research,
experimental and scientific-technical
operations. These are researchers, technicians,
auxiliary staff and other employees of
independent scientific and research, design,
drawing and design organizations and also
staff of laboratories or detached divisions at
educational establishment of higher learning or
at enterprises where the main activity is the
fulfillment of scientific and scientific-technical
operations.

Specialists engaged in scientific, and
scientific and technical operations are
researchers and technicians.

Researchers are  scientific and
engineering and technical employees who are
professionally engaged in scientific research
and developments and directly take part in
creation of the new knowledge, products,

processes, methods and systems. This also
includes administrative and management staff
who directly manage the research process
(includes chiefs of scientific organizations and
divisions engaged in performing the scientific
research and developments).

Technicians are employees whose
basic functions require technical knowledge
and experiences in one or more spheres of
natural, technical, social or humane sciences.
They take part in fulfillment of research and
developments. They fulfill their technical
functions under the guidance of researchers
(elaboration of software; reference search and
selection of appropriate papers from libraries
and archives; conduct of experiments, tests
and analysis; registration of measurements;
preparation of the calculations, blueprints,
and schemes; the conduct of statistical
observations, etc.).

Technological innovations is an
enterprise  activity connected with the
development and implementation of both
technologically new products and significantly
improved products (product innovations) and
processes (process innovations). Since 2007,
innovation means implementation of any new
or significantly improved product (goods,
services) or process, new method of marketing
or new organizational method into the activity
of an enterprise; establishment of work places
or external ties. Innovation products are split
into those that are new for the market and the
ones that are new for business.

The market means the conception of a
business about where it operates and which
may be consisting of a business that reports
together with its competitors; possibly taking
into account geographical aspect or typical
series of products. The geographical aspect
means the market which may include both
domestic and international enterprises.

The minimal level of novelty for
inclusion of any change into the category of
innovation is defined as the new for a
business. The product could be used
(produced) on other business, but if it is new or
essentially improved for the given business,
then such a change is considered as innovation
for it.

Technologically new product and
significantly improved products (since 2007,

innovation produce) are products which are
new or significantly improved in terms their
properties or methods of employment. The
new products are goods and services that are
substantially different in their characteristics or
functions from products that have been
produced by business earlier. The significant
improvements can be made on account of
changes in materials, components and other
characteristics of products that improve their
properties. This includes the significant
improvements to technical characteristics,
components and materials, built-in software
and other functional characteristics.

Volume of innovation products
includes the above-mentioned products that are
produced over the last three years and sold on
the domestic market.

The general sum of expenditures for
technological innovations consists of current
and capital expenditures focused on fulfillment
of research and developments; purchase of
new technologies, industrial designs, other
types of preproduction to produce new
products, implementation of new methods for
their  output; purchase of machinery,
equipment, installations, other fixed assets
associated with implementation of innovations;
marketing; advertisement  and other
expenditures. Since 2007, the general sum of
expenditure for innovation includes
expenditure incurred by enterprises for the
implementation of innovations which are both
new for the market and an enterprise,
including: domestic R&D, purchase of R&D,
machines, equipment and software, other
external knowledge and other expenses.

Invention (useful model) is a result of
an intellectual activity of a human being in any
area of technology. An object of invention
(useful model) could be a product (device,
substance, culture of micro-organism, type of
cell culture of plant and animal), process
(method) and the new usage of the known
product or process.

Industrial sample is a result of creative
activity of a human being in the area of artistic
detailed design. An object of industrial sample
could be a form, drawing, painting or their
combination that define the appearance of the
industrial sample. It is aimed to satisfy the
aesthetic and ergonomic needs.

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16. POPULATION

Present population consists of those
who are at a given location at the time of the
census, including persons living temporally at
the location. Resident population consists of
those who permanently live at a given location
at the time of the census, including those who
are temporarily absent.

Urban and rural population. The
urban population includes persons who reside
at the urban type settlements, the rural
population embraces those who reside in rural
areas. The urban type settlements are the
centers of the population which are approved
by legislation as towns and the urban type
settlements. The rest of the population centers
are rural.

Persons under the working age are
children under 16 (from 0 to 15 years old
inclusively).

Persons in working ages are men 16—
59 years old and women aged 16-54 years old
inclusively.

Persons above the working age are
men 60 years old and older and women 55
years old and older.

The number of pensioners is the
accountable total number of pensioners in
Ukraine not depending on the type of the
pension.

Data on births and deaths are based on
statistical calculation of birth and death
certificates, which are filled in the civil status
registration bodies. According to the normative
documents of Ministry of Health of Ukraine up
to the January 1, 2007 were to be registered
live or dead born with the body weight of
1000 g and more (or body weight at birth is
unknown, length of a newborn body is 35 cm
and more, or on the 28 week of pregnancy and
more), including born with the weight less than
1000 g in the case of multiple birth but on the
28 week of pregnancy and more. All the
newborn with the body weight from 500 to

999 g, were also registered if they lived more
than 168 hours (7 days) after birth. From
January 1, 2007 are to be registered live or
dead born with the body weight of 500 g and
more (or the body weight at birth is unknown,
length of a newborn body is 25 cm and more,
or on the 22 week of pregnancy and more);
live and dead born with body weight of less
than 500 g in the case of multiple birth if the
duration of pregnancy is 22 weeks and more;
live born under 22 weeks of pregnancy
duration (that is with the body length less than
25 cm and body weight less than 500 g) and
lived more than 7 days (168 hours after birth)
are registerd as liveborn of premature birth.

Natural increase (decrease) of the
population is the difference between the
number of live births and deaths.

Crude birth and death rates represent
the ratio of the number of the (live) births and
deaths, respectively, for a calendar year to the
average annual number of the present
population. Produced per 1000 persons.

Age specific fertility rates are derived
by dividing the number of live births occurring
to women of a given age group during a year
by the average annual permanent female
population in the same age group. When
defining the indicators for the age group under
20 years old, conventionally women aged 15—
19 are taken. To produce the indicator for the
age group 15—49 years old, the births occurring
to women aged 15-50 and more are included.

Total fertility rate is the average
number of births that women would have in
their life-time if they experienced the same
birth rates occurring in the same age group. It
is calculated as the sum of the age coefficients
of births for all age intervals, its size does not
depend on the age composition of the
population and characterizes the average rate
of births in the calendar year for which it is
calculated.
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Number of illegal births includes the
births that are registered and when the origin
of a child is stated by parents through the
presentation of the joint declaration made by
father and mother of a child who are not
married or only through mother’s declaration
or court’s decision that puts it in the birth
certificate. If a child is born after the death of a
person who was married to its mother, the
dead could be recorded as father of a child
provided that no more than 10 months have
passed between the day of his death and the
birth of a child.

Age specific death rates represent the
ratio of deaths occurring in a given age group
during a year to the average annual number of
persons in a given age.

Death rates by cause of death are
calculated by dividing the number of the dead
from the stated causes of death by average
annual number of the present population.

Death rate for infants under 1 year
old is the ratio of the number of the dead under
1 year old to the number of live births.

Death rates by causes of death for infants
under 1 year old is calculated by dividing the

number of infants under 1 year old dead from the
stated death causes by the number of live births.

Life expectancy at birth is the average
number of years that a new generation of births
would live provided that during the whole life
of this generation (when passing from one age
to another) the death rate will equal the
modern death rate for the population in
selected age groups.

Crude marriage and divorce rates are
produced as a ratio of the number of marriages
and divorces registered during a year to the
average annual number of present population.

Migration balance is the difference
between the number of those who arrived to a
given location and those who left it.

Intraregional migration is the
migration of the population within one region
(Autonomous Republic of Crimea, region,
cities of Kyiv and Sevastopol).

Interregional migration is the
migration of the population from one region to
the others within Ukraine.

Interstate migration is the
immigration of the population outside Ukraine
or emigration to Ukraine from other countries.

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17. EMPLOYMENT

Economically active population, in line
with the labour force concept, comprises all
population aged 15-70 of either sex who during
a certain period furnish labour for the
production of goods and services. Economically
active population includes persons engaged in
economic  activity defined as  gainful
employment (employed) and the unemployed.
The number of the mentioned categories and
their characteristics are calculated on the basis
of data from sample surveys of economic
activity of households that are implemented into
the practices of the state statistics bodies since
1995 basing on ILO recommendations. These
sample surveys are conducted in the areas
where the population reside and cover persons
aged 15-70 for whom the estimates of
indicators for economic activity, employment
and unemployment are produced.

Employed (according to sample survey
data) are persons aged 15—70 who:

during the reference week were
employed at least one hour to receive cash or
in-kind payment. They worked individually
(self-employed) or were employed by other
individuals or worked at their own (family)
enterprise; worked for free at enterprise or
business that belongs to any member of
household or were employed at private
subsidiary agriculture in order to sell products
produced as a result of this activity;

persons who were temporally absent
from work, i.e. were formally attached to a
work place, had their own enterprise
(business), however they did not work during
the reference period for the reasons beyond
their control.

In Table 17.4 data on the average
annual number of the employed before 1995
(inclusive) are based on balance of labour forces
and since 2000 on sample surveys. In this table

the distribution of the employed at enterprises,
departments and organizations prior to 1990
(inclusive) is made according to Classification
of Branches of the National Economy, and
since 1995 according to Classification of Types
of Economic Activity. The distribution of the
total employed by type of economic activity
(Table 17.5) is made through the complex
estimate by integration of data from sample
surveys of the population, state statistical
observations over enterprises, departments,
organizations. Administrative information is
also incorporated.

The number of employees at
enterprises, departments, organizations
(Tables 17.7, 17.8) covers all employed who
concluded a labour agreement (contracts) civil
law contract. This agreement could be either
permanent or temporary. This category
includes employees of business entities,
budget-funded and financial establishments
and public organizations, as well as the regular
military personnel (excluding compulsory
military service), rank and file personnel and
commanding officers from law enforcement
bodies.

The employed are recorded by place of
their work, i.e. the place where the enterprise
or its structural branch is located and classified
by relevant type of economic activity.

The indicator characterizing the employed
in Tables 17.28-17.40 does mnot include
employees of statistically small enterprises and
those employed by natural entities-entrepreneurs
and through the civil law contracts.

Tables 17.28-17.31 give indicator on
the average registered number of regular
employees which is averaged over a period:

over the month by summing up the
number of registered employees for each
calendar day of the month, i.e. from the
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1" to 30 or 31™ day including the holidays (off-
days) and week-ends and by dividing the
obtained sum by the relevant number of calendar
days of the reference month;

over the year by summing up the
average registered number of employees for all
months of work in the reference period and by
dividing the obtained sum by the number of
months (i.e. 12).

An employee is included only once (by
place of main job) regardless of the duration of
labour contract and duration of work hours.

Economic activity rate is a ratio
(percent) of the economically active population
aged 15-70 to the whole population of the
specific age or population by the relevant social
and demographic characteristics.

Employment rate is a ratio (percent) of
the number of the employed aged 1570 to the
total population of the specific age or
population by the relevant social and
demographic characteristics.

Following ILO methodology, the
unemployed are defined as persons aged 15—
70 (registered as well as unregistered at a State
Employment Office) who meet the following
three requirements: were without work
(gainful employment); during last four weeks
were actively seeking a job or were trying to
establish their own business; during the recent
two weeks were available to work, i.e. to be
employed or to work at their own enterprise in
order to get wages or income. The unemployed
consists of the following persons: those who
will start working during the next two weeks;
have found a job or await a reply; undergoing
training by Employment Office order.

In Tables 17.17-17.27 information is
based on data from the State Employment
Service.

Unemployment rate (ILO
methodology) is a ratio (percent) of the
unemployed aged 15-70 to economically
active population (labour force) of the specific
age or the relevant social and demographic
characteristics.

Registered unemployed, according to

the current legislation are job persons of
working age who due to unemployment are not
paid or do not receive income stipulated by
legislation and are registered at a State
Employment Service as seeking employment
and are available and capable for any gainful
activity.

The unemployed include the disables
who have not reached the pension age, do not
work and are registered as those who are
looking for a job.

Registered unemployment rate is a
ratio (percent) of the unemployed registered at
the State Employment Service to average
annual number of population of working age.

Burden of those not engaged in
labour activity per one vacant work place,
vacancy is defined as a ratio of those
registered at the State Employment Service
and not engaged in labour activity to the
number of vacant work places, vacancies
declared by enterprises, establishments and
organizations.

Layoffs due to economic reasons are
persons dismissed at the initiative (issued) of
administration of enterprises, establishments
and organizations because of reorganization,
liquidation of production, cuts in numbers or
staff.

Economically inactive population
(beyond labour force) are persons who cannot
be classified as employed or unemployed.

This category includes pupils and
students; old age pensioners, disablement,
privileged pensioners; pensioners, persons who
are engaged in household work; persons of
working age who are hopeless to find a job;
persons who think that there is no proper job
and do not know where and how it can be
found; others who did not need a job and those
whose activity does not apply to the economy
(civil duties performance, charity etc.).

Training and upgrading the staff
gualification cover the employees from
enterprises, departments, organizations (without
statistically small enterprises and those employed
by entrepreneurs) who were trained directly on
production site and at educational establishments
of different types according to contracts on
account of enterprises’ funds.
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Training in new professions includes
the primary professional training of persons
who previously did not have any professions
and staff retraining in new professions as
compared with the previously acquired one.

Qualification upgrading is training
with the purpose to deepen the previously
gained knowledge, abilities and skills to meet
the production requirements or needs of the
service sphere.

The category of employees who
underwent training and qualification upgrading
excludes employees who were trained on order
of the State Employment Service or were
independently  trained at  educational
establishments.

Worked hours are measured in man-
hours for employees who actually worked at
enterprise including those who are part-time
employees, performed overtime work, worked
during week-ends and holidays (off days) or
worked extra month (on top of the schedule) as
well as man-hours of an out-worker.

Working hours lost are hours available
for work but not worked since absence was
permitted by administration (also includes
absence initiated by administration), idle time,
truancies and strikes.

Absence due to good excuse is the
employees’ absence from work due to the
leaves (annual, training, etc.) and other
absences stipulated by the current legislation
because of temporary disability, temporary
transfer for work at the other enterprise, etc.

Information about the number of the
collective contracts concluded and registered
which is submitted by enterprises, departments
and organizations where they are used in their
work according to Ukraine’s Law on
Collective Contracts and Agreements.

Employees who are covered by the
collective contracts are employees who
regularly work at an enterprise regardless of
their membership in the trade union. It also
includes those who have been absent due to
different reasons when the report was
compiled.

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18. POPULATION INCOME AND EXPENDITURE

Income of the population is accrued in
kind and in cash and includes the following:
wages and salaries (including the ones
received from abroad) profits and mixed
income, income obtained from property, social
allowances and other current transfers.

Disposable income is the maximum
amount of cash income meant to be used by
households for purchasing consumer goods
and payment for services. They include labour
remuneration, mixed income, income balance
from ownership, social allowances, other
current transfers obtained in cash excluding the
paid ones, namely current taxes on income and
property.

Expenditure and savings of the popu-
lation include: expenditure for purchasing
goods and services; property income paid,
current taxes on income, property and other
current transfers paid; accumulation of fixed
capital and tangible current assets and
increased financial assets as deposit savings,
savings in hard currency, etc.

Nominal wages relate to remuneration
in cash and in kind paid to employees for time
worked or work done. It also includes base
wage rates (official salary), bonuses, additional
payments, allowances and other kinds of
payments for time not worked. Nominal wages
include compulsory deductions from wages of
employees: income tax from natural persons,
and charges for compulsory state pension and
social insurance.

Nominal wages do not include the
following:

cash security for professional ser-
vicemen, and soldiers and officer personnel;

payments from social insurance funds
for temporary disability;

payment for the first five days of
temporary disability from enterprise funds;

employer  contributions to  the
compulsory state pension and social insurance.

Average monthly (for a year) nominal
wages of employees are defined by dividing
the annual wages by the average annual
number of employees and by twelve months.

This indicator is defined on the basis of
data from the state statistical observation that
covers entities, public organizations, financial
and budget departments which use employment.
The observation does not cover statistically
small enterprises and entrepreneurs.

Table 18.6 gives the time series for
average monthly wages in 1940-1994. Prior to
1991 (inclusive), the development of statistical
indicator for the size of the average monthly
wages has been separately made for the
categories of employees and workers, and
employees of the collective agricultural
enterprises (CAEs). Since 1992, on the basis of
Ukraine’s Law On Employment and other
national legislative acts, the common
methodology for statistical recording of the
basic indicators has been developed. The
indicators characterize the social and labour
relationships and the results stemming from
the labour activity both of employees and
workers, and employees from CAEs.

The real wages characterize the
amounts of goods and services that could be
bought for the nominal wages.

Index of real wages shows the changes
in the purchasing power of the nominal wages
that occur during the reference period. It is
compared to the base period. It is calculated by
dividing the index for the nominal wages
which excludes income taxes of natural
persons and compulsory payments to the social
security fund during a certain period by CPI
for the same period.

Household living conditions sample
survey is the main source of data on the living
standards of the population and its selected
sections, the structure of household income
and expenditure, consumption of food and
services depending on the level of well-being,
composition of households and other social
and economic characteristics.

Since 1999  Ukraine has been
conducting this sample survey. It is a
continous survey based on international
standards that meet current social and
demographic situation in Ukraine.

POPULATION INCOME AND EXPENDITURE

Household is a group of individuals
who live together in a dwelling or its part and
make common provision for living, keep a
house, are completely or partially united and
spend common funds. These individuals can
be in blood or in-law relationships, be entirely
unrelated or be in both of them. Household can
consist of one person (Article 1 of Ukraine’s
Law on Population Census).

Households participate in the survey for
one year.

The survey is conducted every quarter
in all regions of the country and covers all
population excluding those in active armed
forces, imprisoned, persons residing in
boarding houses for the aged, and marginal
sections of the population. The design of the
sample survey excludes contaminated areas
(isolated and eviction areas).

Since 2004, household living conditions
survey covers dwellers in all hostels (for
families, students, etc.). In 1999-2003, only
dwellers in family hostels were surveyed.

In 2008 the initial sampled population
of the survey included 12977 households.
During the year 10622 households took part in
the survey (selected addresses accounted for
83,3%, excluding non-resident dwellings). The
results of the sample survey are extended
through the statistical weighting procedure to
the total population.

Since 2007, the studies of the
household well-being are based on income
indicators; before 2007 expenditure indicators
were used.

Monetary  expenditure  of  the
households comprise: expenses for purchasing
foodstuffs, alcoholic drinks and tobacco
products, non-food items and services,
expenditure associated with keeping a private
subsidiary agriculture, rendering assistance to
relations and other individuals, buying a real
estate, constructing, major repairing of dwellings
and utility rooms, purchasing of livestock, horses
and perennial plantings for private subsidiary
agriculture, acquiring shares, certificates, hard
currency, making deposits with banks, paying
maintenance and taxes (excluding income tax),
duties, contributions, etc.

Total expenditure consist of monetary
expenditure and value of consumed by
household agriculture foodstuffs that were

privately produced or given by their relatives
or their other individuals, benefits and non-
cash subsidies meant to pay for housing,
communal utilities and services, benefits for
telephone calls, travelling in transport, health
goods and services, tourist services, places in
sanatoria, etc. Value of privately produced
foodstuffs given by households to their
relatives and other individuals is included into
the total expenditure since this assistance
occurs in a regular arrangement.

Monetary income of the households
includes cash and in-kind (in monetary terms)
revenues that household members received as
labour compensation (excluding income tax
and compulsory payments), income from
entrepreneurship and self-employment,
property income as interests and dividends,
income from selling shares and other
securities, revenues from marketing real estate,
private and household property, livestock,
privately produced agriculture foodstuffs,
procurement on own behalf by own resources,
social benefits (benefits and subsidies in cash
meant to pay for housing and communal
services, electricity and fuel, compensations
for the unused sanatorium-and- spa treatment
entitlement, travel privileges for some
categories of citizens), monetary assistance
received from relatives and other individuals,
and other monetary income.

Total income incorporates monetary
income, value of the consumed output produced
at a private subsidiary agriculture (excluding
expenditure for output) as procurement on own
behalf, benefits and subsidies meant to
reimburse communal services, electricity and
fuel, non-cash subsidies meant to pay for
health goods and services, tourist services,
places in sanatoria, etc., benefits for travelling
in transport and communication and also value
of foodstuffs given their relatives or other
individuals.

Total resources includes total income
and the sum of the used savings, increased
loans, credits, debts that households have
acquired as well as debts paid off to
households. This indicator shows the potential
household resources that were obtained during
the reference period regardless of the sources
from which they had been derived.
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POPULATION INCOME AND EXPENDITURE

Subsistence level is the amount
sufficient to ensure the normal functioning of
the human being’s organism, preservation of its
health, a set of foodstuffs, and a minimum set of
non-food items and a minimum set of services
which are necessary to satisfy the basic social
and cultural needs of an individual.

Quintile coefficient for differentiating
the population expenditure is a ratio between
minimal expenditure that 20% of the most
well-off population have and maximum
expenditure that is enjoined by another 20% of
the low-income population.

18.1. Population income and expenditure

Quintile coefficient for funds is a ratio
of the total expenditure between 20% of the
most well off population and 20% of the low-
income population.

Since the survey is completely new, all
its components starting with the sample design
and up to the system of analytical indicators
are also new. It is not recommended to make
comparisons with data from sample survey of
family budgets which was conducted up to
1999.

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19. HOUSING CONDITIONS OF THE POPULATION

The chapter contains the information
about the housing stock and its maintenance,
the  provision of  population  with
accommodation, registered dwellings and
equipping of inhabited localities with services
and utilities.

The state statistical observation serves a
source of information.

Housing stock is the set of residential
dwellings for long-term residence. It
comprises  residential  buildings, special
dwellings (hostels, old age and handicapped
residential institutions, children’s villages, and
children’s boarding homes and hostels),
apartments, business quarters and other
accommodation located in buildings suitable
for living.

The housing stock excludes country
houses, summer cottages, sport and tourist
centres, motels, camping sites, sanatoria, rest
facilities, boarding houses, guest houses,
hotels, rail coaches and other seasonal and
temporary lodgements irrespective of the time
period spent there by visitors.

Housing stock is registered according to
the basic forms of ownership. The following
forms are defined.

Public housing stock comprises the
stock of dwellings administered or managed
by government establishments, enterprises and
organizations.

Communal housing stock comprises
the stock of dwellings owned by territorial
communities  of  villages,  townships,
cities/towns and city districts.

Private housing stock comprises the
dwelling stock of private and other enterprises,
economic  partnerships and associations

(excluding public and communal), coopera-
tives, organizations, departments, establish-
ments (excluding public and communal),
natural persons.

Total living space comprises the area
of dwelling and auxiliary areas (excluding
entry vestibules in single-unit dwellings) as
well as area of verandas, terraces and balconies.
The coefficient for terraces and balconies — 0,3; for
loggias — 0,5; glassed-in balconies — 0,8; verandes
and glassed-in loggias — 1,0.

Auxiliary areas refer to kitchens, bath
and shower rooms, toilets, corridors within an
apartment, built-in stores and closets.

Apart from those mentioned above, the
auxiliary premises of hostels are cultural and
household facilities and those where medical
services can be provided.

Total living space excludes the size of
the following places:

staircases, lift halls, lobbies, general use
corridors, halls, galleries;

uninhabited dwellings, occupied by
establishments providing housing and communal
services, shops,  post-offices,  children’s
educational establishments, enterprises providing
consumer services, etc.

Inhabited localities equipped with
services and utilities are the ones with
centralised water supply and sewage system,
i.e. cities, towns, and rural type settlements and
villages, where water pipes and some water
supply networks provide water to the
population to meet the communal and domestic
wants while the sewage facilities take away, in
a centralised way, waste waters from
residential buildings and communal utilities.

! Before 2005 inclusive, those cities and towns have been regarded as supplied with (natural and liquefied) gas that had at
least 100 gasified apartments; while urban-type communities should have at least 50 apartments and rural-type
communities at least 10 apartments. Since 2006, the inhabited localities gasified with the natural gas are those where at

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20. EDUCATION

This section contains statistics on
permanent pre-schools, secondary educational
institutions, professional training institutes and
institutions of higher education of different
levels of accreditation, data on training of
graduates and doctoral students.

Pre-school educational institutions
incorporate  day nurseries, child care
institutions,  kindergartens,  child  care
institutions  of  family, combined or

compensation type (specialised and sanatoria
based), tutorial and pedagogic complexes, etc.

Secondary educational institutions
include  schools, lycees, gymnasiums,
educational training complexes (associations),
sanatorium schools of all levels as well as
specialized schools (boarding schools) and
schools of social rehabilitation.

Secondary educational institutions of the
first level (primary schools) provide basic
education, schools of the second level (middle
school) grant incomplete secondary education
and schools of the third level (high school)
ensure completed secondary education.

Professional training institutes are
educational establishments which satisfy the
needs of the population in vocational training
and complete general education. The graduates
from professional training institutes who
received the good assessment of their
qualifications are given a “skilled worker”
qualification in occupation of the appropriate

rank (category).

Institutions of higher education
consist of technical secondary schools,
vocational ~ schools, colleges, institutes,

conservatoires, academies, universities, etc.

According to the status of the institutions
of higher education, four levels of accreditations
were set up: the first level refers to technical
secondary schools, vocational schools, etc. The
second level covers colleges (technicums) and
other similar institutions. The third and the
fourth levels include academies, universities,
institutes and conservatoires.

Higher educational institutions train
specialists according to the following
education and qualification levels:

training of junior specialists is normally
provided by technical secondary schools,
vocational schools, other institutions of higher
education of the first level of accreditation;

bachelors are trained by colleges, other
institutions of higher education of the second,
third and fourth levels of accreditation;

specialist training and training for
master degrees by institutions of higher
education of the third and the fourth levels of
accreditation.

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21. HEALTH CARE AND SOCIAL AID

This section shows statistics that
characterize general morbidity rates as well
as selected illnesses. It also provides data on
medical institutions and staff employed there.
There are some statistics on resident facilities
for the aged and disabled (both adults and
children) and data on disability.

In 2006 (Tables 21.1-21.2) the
estimated data on the network and staff of the
health care institutions are given.

Morbidity rate is defined by dividing
the number of sick persons diagnosed for the
first time by mid-year resident population.

Morbidity prior to 1999 is disaggregated
according to the ninth revision of the
International Classification of Diseases (1975),
since 1999 — according to the tenth revision of
International Classification of Diseases and
Related Problems in health care (ICD’10).

Data on physicians reflect all doctors
with higher medical education at the end of a
given year. It includes physicians employed
in medical and sanatorium establishments,
social protection, educational and research
institutions, staff training establishments
within the health care system, etc.

This indicator before 2008 covered
dentists with higher education and dental
technicians ~ with  secondary = medical
education.  Starting from 2008 dental
technicians with secondary medical education
are not taken into account in the total number
of physicians.

Paramedical personnel includes all
persons with secondary medical education
(excluding dental technicians) who are

employed in medical and sanatorium
establishments, social protection
establishments, pre-school institutions,
schools, orphan houses, etc. These are end of
year data.

Data on hospital beds are reported as
of the end of the year. Statistics show beds
equipped with necessary supplies and
available for patient use, regardless of

whether the beds are occupied by patients.

Hospitals providing care for out-
patients including all medical establishments
which provide out-patient care (clinics, out-
patients’ departments, health centers, out-
patients’ departments of hospitals, hospital
centers for health care, etc.).

Injured at work is an individual who
had an accident at work and died or, based on a
medical certificate, is incapable of working
during one or more days. This person may be
given an easier job for one or more days if a
document registering the accident has been
completed according to a specified form.

Disability is defined as a degree of
health loss or limitation of vital functions.

Boarding houses for the aged and
disabled (both adults and children) are
medical and social establishments providing
permanent accommodation to the aged and
disabled people or children who require care.

Orphan is a child whose parents died
or perished.

Emancipated children are children who
have been emancipated due to the fact that their
parents were deprived of parental right, they
have been taken off from parents without
parental right deprivation. Their parents were
declared vanished or legally incapable, died,
serve sentence at places of detention, are
arrested during investigation, are sought by law
enforcement bodies. The reasons for that could
be the evasion of payment of alimony, lack of
information about parents’ location, long period
illness that hampers the parents to take care of a
child. This also can be a planted child whose
parents are unknown, the abandoned and
homeless children.

Adoption is when an adoptive person
adopts a child into his family as a daughter or a
son according to a court’s decision.

Tutorship, curatorship are appointed
to orphans or emancipated children. Tutorship
is provided to child under 14 years and
curatorship — child between the ages of 14 and
18 years.

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22. CULTURE, LEISURE, SPORT AND TOURISM

The section reports data on cultural and
arts establishments, and publication of printed
editions. It also shows statistics that describe
the development of sanatoria and health
resorts, rest and sport and tourism facilities in
Ukraine.

Cultural establishments comprise
theatres, philharmonic societies, television and
radio broadcasting companies, demonstrators
of films, publishing houses, museums,
libraries, club establishments, circuses, parks
for recreation and leisure, extracurricular
institutions for children and the youth to be
trained in aesthetic education.

Demonstrators of films are entities of
cinematography that demonstrate (organize
public demonstrations) films (cinemas, urban
and rural film projectors, video halls and video
units).

Exhibition centers are enterprises
whose main activity is to organize exhibitions,
and provide services related to the design and
conduct of exhibitions (fairs). Exhibition
centers should employ the qualified staff and
have relevant material and technical base
(special exhibition areas and equipment). They
can lease these areas and equipment for
exhibitions and fairs to be held.

Organizers of exhibitions are
enterprises that according to their statute are
engaged in the design of exhibitions on the
budget, commercial or mixed basis.

Exhibitions are the actions associated
with demonstration of products and services to
be promoted on the domestic or international
market with the purpose of studying the
situation on the market.

Fairs are the actions directly connected
with trade (retail or wholesale) that are carried
out in a specific place at the fixed dates.

Sanatoria and rest institutions with
medical care are medical and prophylactic
establishments equipped with beds for patients
undergoing rehabilitation treatment, mainly on
the basis of a healing natural environment.
These establishments are specialized and can

be either for one ailment or multi-purpose. The
establishments also have beds equipped with
necessary supplies for the month of their
maximum use.

Rest facilities, boarding and leisure
houses are institutions designed to provide rest
for the population and may include food and
lodging or lodging only. These facilities may
be available to the population all year or
seasonally. Places are reported for the month
of maximum use.

Health care establishments for
children are set up for the purpose of entitling
each child to enjoy standard rest and health
improving facilities. Most popular are health
establishments for children with day attendance
that are based on general educational institutions
and used during the summer period only. Also,
there are the following categories of
establishments that may be operational in
summer: sanatorium-like institutions, suburban
rest facilities, leisure and labour centers, those
for senior pupils and students, etc.

Sports school is a component of system
for physical training and sports that gives
knowledge, shapes and secures individual’s
needs in creative self-actualization of sporting
capabilities and skills of children and the
young in order to train sportsmen of high
qualification.

Tourists are persons who visit places
located at a distance from their usual places of
residence during a period that does not exceed
one year. The trips that tourists take are for
pleasure and vacation, treatment, sports and
health improvement, visiting friends and
relatives, settling business matters, etc.

Excursion participants are persons
who take organized tours in Ukraine. The
duration of tours should not exceed 24 hours.
An excursion trip ought to be conducted by a
guide who shows people the specially tailored
way to particular places and explains their
points of interest in order to get them
acquainted with historical, cultural, natural
monuments, museums, significant sites, etc.

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23. CRIMINAL JUSTICE

Administrative law violation
(misdemeanor) is considered to be against
law, culpable (intended or careless) action or
idle activity which infringe on the public order,
property, the rights and the freedoms of
citizens, the set procedure of management and
which according to the law should bear
administrative responsibility.

Administrative penalty is a measure
of responsibility which is applied with the
purpose of upbringing a person who has
committed administrative infringement of the
law in the spirit of observing the Ukraine’s
laws, respect to the rules of cohabitation and
warning against new law violations by a wrong
doer itself and other persons.

Criminal Code of Ukraine is a
systemized set of legal norms set by the highest
body of legislative power which identifies what
public dangerous actions should be considered as
criminal and what kind of punishment should be
used against the persons who committed them.

Crime is identified as a socially
dangerous action foreseen by criminal law which
infringes on social system of Ukraine, its political
and economic systems, property, person,
political, labour, ownership and other rights and
freedoms of citizens and socially dangerous
actions which encroach on law and order and
other activities forbidden by the criminal law.

The number of registered crimes are
the identified and officially registered socially
dangerous actions which according to the
Criminal Code.

Intended crime occurs when a person
that committed it has been aware of the
socially dangerous nature of his actions or
idling. A person shoud have foreseen the
socially dangerous after-effects or consciously
assumed the manifestation of these after-
effects.

Severe crimes are intended crimes that
have a heightened social danger.

Responsibilities of minors: persons
aged 16 or older can have criminal
responsibilities if they committed a crime; the
persons who have committed a crime at the
age of 14-16 are also subject to criminal
responsibilities only for murder, intentional
infliction of body injures that caused the
worsening of health, rape, theft, robbery,
brigandage, malicious or specially malicious
hooliganism, intentional destruction or damage
to the property of legal and natural persons that
led to the heavy after-effects and for
intentional actions which could cause a train
crash.

Narcotics are medical preparations and
substances (barbamil, codeine, morphine,
omnopon, phenamin, ephedron, etc.) and also
plants or their parts that contain drug
substances (different brand of hemp, poppies
or poppy straw, etc.)

Psychotrophic substances are some
psychic substances that are included into a List
of drugs (DET, DMT, LSD, mescaline,
alphitamin,  amobarbital, etc.).  Toxic
substances are phenil-acetone, ephedrine,
calium-permanganat).

Crime rate — the number of registered
crimes per 100 thsd. average annual present
population.

Conviction rate — the number of
convicted persons (by Court’s decisions that
became legal) per 100 thsd. average annual
present population.

Fire is uncontrolled burning outside
special bonfire that spreads in time and space.

The State fire supervision refers to
fire protection of communities and objects,
coordination of activities of ministries, other
central bodies of executive power dealing with
improvements to fire protection that is secured
by Ministry of Ukraine in Emergency Cases
and Protection of Population against the
Chernobyl Catastrophe.

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24. NATURAL RESOURCES AND ENVIRONMENT PROTECTION

Total land area is an area of land
together with the internal waters located
within the State border.

Preserves are natural protective and
research establishments of international and
national importance created for the purpose of
preservation of the typical biosphere or
landscape  for  ecological  monitoring,
development of research protection and
effective use of environment.

National nature parks are natural

protective, recreational, culture and
educational, research establishments of
national importance that are created to

preserve, recreate and use effectively the
nature complexes and objects which are of
special importance, and have health, historical
and cultural, scientific, educational or other
significance.

Recultivation of land is a complex of
operations aimed at recreation of the
productivity, economic value of lands and
improvement of environment.

Land damage refers to actions that
make land lose its economic importance or are a
source of negative influence on the environment
due to the damaged soil, hydrological regime
and creation of a technogenic relief as a result
of economic activity.

Consumption of fresh water is the
usage of all kinds of water, derived from
different sources (including surface and
subsurface water, formation water, mine
water, sea water, etc.) to meet economic needs.
These waters were collected or received from
water supply units that belong to enterprises,
water utilities and other water systems. The
reuse of waste and drainage water is excluded.

Use of recycled water is measured by the
amount of fresh water saved by the use of
water returned to the water supply system after
reprocessing. It includes the use of recycled
waste and drainage waters. Reused water does
not include water spent in systems supplying
communal and industrial heat.

Discharge (drainage) of waste waters
refers to waters that were disposed of into the
natural waters and transferred to others water
users.

Waste recycled waters are industrial
and domestic (communal) waste waters as well
as discharged water escape that arrive without
purification or after incomplete purification
and includes pollutants that break the
established standards at the points of water
monitoring or use. It excludes waters for
filtration fields, basins, landscape, etc.

Waste waters purified according to
standards are water flows that were purified
using the appropriate facilities after that the
purified water is delivered back to the water
resources. The purified water should meet the
standards set for the quality of water at the
point where the water consumption is
monitored.

Stationary emission of pollutants into
the atmosphere refers to the emission of
pollutants during an operational process from
stationary technical unit (equipment, devices,
machines, etc.). It also refers to emissions from
waste banks, reservoirs and other storages.

Hazardous wastes are wastes that have
physical, chemical, biological or other
hazardous properties that are or could be a
danger to the environment and human health.
They require special methods and means to
treat them.

Hazardous wastes contain the substances
with dangerous properties that lead to toxicity,
explosive risk, fire risk, high reaction capability,
they could have pathogenic organisms.

Neutralization (liquidation) of wastes
is the reduction or elimination of hazardous
wastes through the mechanical, chemical or
biological processing.

Water use for production needs
(except agricultural use) is volume of water
used for technical needs of industry, transport,
construction and other sectors of the national
economy. It also includes fresh water entry for
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recycled water supply systems and water
volumes, which were using in pond fish
culture.

Water use for household and
drinking needs is water volume used for
domestic  (communal) population needs
(including needs of enterprise workers).

Capacity of purifying facilities is
maximal volume of recycled water purified in
a year.

Hazardous substance is a substance of
chemical or biological origin that is present or
come into the atmosphere and can directly or
indirectly cause the negative impact upon the
health of the human being and environment.

Greenhouse gases are gases that detain
infrared irradiation of the land surface, thus
causing the global worming on the planet. The
basic greenhouse gases include carbon dioxide
(CO,), methane (CHy), nitric oxide (N,O),
hydro-fluorine carbon, perfluorine carbon,
hecsofluoride sulfur (SF).

Utilization of wastes is the usage of
the wastes as the secondary material or energy
resources.

Emission of the pollutants into the
atmosphere from stationary source is total
amount of contaminants coming to the air basin
from stationary sources both after treatment at
dust-arresting and gas-cleaning systems as a result
of insufficient capture and purification at
organized sources and without treatment from
organized and non-organized sources of pollution.
It excludes emissions of the pollutants as a result
of soil erosion (dust storms), forest fires, etc.

Emission of the pollutants into the
atmosphere from mobile sources is total
amount of contaminants coming to atmosphere
from motor, air, rail and water transport, and
industrial transport.

Capital investment for environmental
protection is all costs in a reporting year for
equipment, technique, construction intended for
environmental protection calculated at current
prices without considering gross value added. It
includes costs for construction of new enterprises,
expansion, reconstruction, restoration, technical
equipment of operating enterprises and plants and
purchase of environmental protection equipment
for long-term use.

Costs on major repair of capital
assets related to environment protection are
all costs in a reporting year for improvement
works that lead to increase in future economic
benefit primarily expected from the object use
and to the amount of which the primary value
of fixed capital increases.

Current costs on environmental
protection are costs for the maintenance
(upkeep and exploitation) of the object (capital
assets related to environment protection) and
comprises the costs of the current period.

Ecological payments include effluent
charges paid by the stationary and mobile
sources of pollution for pollutant emissions
into the atmosphere and directly into water
bodies, for waste disposal, fines imposed for
infringement of environmental legislation, use
of natural resources, claims for damages
caused to nature as a result of violation of the
environmental legislation.
